Stafford Co. House, Va.
April 19th, 1863

My Dear Wife —

It is Sunday 2 P.M. — | am again on picket — My post is the right one of the line &
Aquia Creek is close by — The day is beautiful & I cannot help thinking of you — Last
Sunday I was in Southington — It hardly seems possible — My whole visit seems more like
a dream than anything real — When | succeed in believing that | have been home &
enjoyed domestic comfort the whole affair is so hurried & short that it partakes more of
the character of a play — There was nothing like rest about my ten days — | guess another
week would have left me some leisure — However it is well | returned so opportunely — It
would have come rather tough to wait for next pay day; for like enough it will not happen
in six months — Moreover we have got to move soon & it is best to be on hand —
Everything has been packed for three days — Our tent was (Pg. 2) pulled down & sent off
with the other belonging to officers last Thursday — When the march begins we shall take
a common shelter like the men — New Knapsacks have been given out to the regiment —
This became necessary to carry the rations that were ordered — Viz 8 days of hard bread
& meat for 3 days — The remaining 5 days meat will be driven on the hoof — We are
simply drawing from day to day, not touching that furnished for the march — 8 days of
hard bread count about 100 crackers, quite a bulky pile & larger than can be crammed
into the haversack — This amount of rations with all the other luggage is more than the
men can carry & do much marching — The whole burden including gun & equipments
will not fall much short of 50Ibs. too much for any but the toughest — Besides the weather
is getting warm & no little anxiety is felt by many as to their ability to accomplish the
feat proposed — | have not yet (Pg. 3) believed we should start with such loads — But
there is no disposition manifested to reduce the amount ordered — Early last week a
strong force of cavalry 15,000 with supporting artillery & infantry started on
reconnaissance in the direction of Culpepper — It is supposed we were to follow them
whenever it became necessary - Nothing had been heard from this movement when I left
camp this morning — | should think intelligence must come today at least & very likely
we will move tomorrow — The fact that | am on picket is significant — You know it has
always been my fortune to finish up that business for the 20th at every camp since we
began that kind of service — We may not go at all — There is no letting anything about it
until we actually start — I am glad Hooker keeps his plans so much concealed — No letter
has come to me since my return, so | conclude you did not write as soon as you wished
me to — If the mail today (Pg. 4) brings nothing & we march tomorrow it will be several
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days before I get anything from home — That leads me to caution you about getting
anxious if nothing comes from us for a week or two or even three — We shall write
whenever it is possible — But on the march & advancing whither we know not it is
impossible to have many facilities for mail transportation — Then again our letters may be
stopped — Sooner of later you will hear & just keep easy — We are just as much deprived
as you in this respect & the same God, infinite in goodness & power, is always over us all
— We may meet the rebels soon; we may not see any fighting whatever — So far as my
observation goes we are enough more composed than when leaving Arlington — In fact
most of the boys would choose to be in a fight if there must be one — The roads are
getting settled & when the ball opens | suppose it will be kept rolling — We observed the
monster balloon up yesterday in the direction of Falmouth — Wagons are loaded &
whatever preparation can be made seems already accomplished. (Pg. 5) I find on my
return that several things of interest have happened — In the 1st place our new brigadier
fell or was thrown from his horse the early part of last week & broke his thigh — He was
taken to Washington Friday morning & Col Ross has assumed his place — Of course Lt.
Col. Wooster takes command of the regt. & is like to act in that capacity for a good while
— Burbank, our regular adjutant went with Ross & Wooster has taken Lt. Sprague, who
came from his town, to officiate in that relation to himself — Another Lt. from the same
place, Beardsley, is acting as a kind of inspector — C. Clark failing to get the ambulances,
is more lucky still & has been detailed in the brigade quartermasters department — He will
thus continue to deal in forage — Another Lt. Holt, is on duty at the landing. Brown who
would not give up his place to Clark remains with the ambulances & Kirby has been
made adjutant in a battery — Campbell, who recently returned from (Pg. 6) furlough has
resigned. Newton is sick & Lt. Lewis ailing — There are also two or three captains who
perform very little duty — You can easily see that the well ones will have enough to do -
