My Dear Wife —

Yours of Friday last came in yesterday evening — Glad to see that you had made a turn
in the road & found troubles not to thick as when the previous missive was penned —
There are no changes to record in our condition or prospects — There is some indication
of a storm at hand — Wind is southerly & clouds obscure the sky — The days are long —
We have little to do — Yesterday | read Bleak House until my eyes ached — About 5 %2
P.M. Ross gave us a short battalion drill — The first from him that the regt. has had in a
long while — We all feel rather pleased over the uncertainties of the $300 appropriation
by the town for drafted men — We should not object to paying every man who comes &
does his duty the same as we recd. viz $100 — But it is outrageous (Pg. 2) to go beyond
that — The soldiers are not in very good temper over the present aspect of things at the
north — They criticize rather freely & | see you do the same —

Yesterday a copy of the Morning Courier, New Haven, fell into my hands, containing
letters of Co. Wooster & Lieut. Beardsley acknowledging the receipt of swards, sashes &
belts — I am glad they of Derby can appreciate the sacrifices of heir citizens in this war —

8 of the company are dead - & 10 men discharge — We have only 39 present now — The
remainder are scattered, Who knows where?
